From the side of the blade assembly, 
place jack stands under the blade.

2.	 Turn the control ON and lower the blade so the 
blade rests securely on the jack stands. Turn the 
control OFF. Turn the vehicle ignition to the "OFF" 
position and remove the key.

3.	 Remove the two outermost carriage bolts from 
one end of the blade.

4.	 Align the holes in the curb guard with the holes in 
the blade.  
 
The curb guards in the 51879 kit have 3 sets of 
holes to align with the existing holes in 7-1/2', 8', or 
8-1/2' blades, as shown.
