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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Park the vehicle on a smooth, level, hard surface, 
such as concrete. Turn the vehicle ignition to the 
"OFF" position and remove the key.

2. Position the license plate light bracket in the 
center of the spinner assembly housing as shown 
in the illustration below. Using the license plate 
light bracket as a template, locate and drill two 
3/32" mounting holes through the outer wall of 
the spinner housing, and one 5/16" access hole 
through both spinner housing walls to feed the 
wires into the spinner assembly.

 CAUTION
Before drilling any holes, check both sides 
of the material for any wires, fuel lines, fuel 
tanks, etc. that may be damaged by drilling.

3. Feed the 30" black and white wires through 
5/16" wire access hole drilled in Step 2. Mount the 
license plate bracket to the spinner housing using 
two 12 x 3/4" tapping screws into the 3/32" holes 
drilled in Step 2.

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FLEET FLEX Hoppers

1. At a point approximately 26" from the vehicle 
harness assembly plug, open the convoluted 
tubing and pull out the brown wire.

2. Connect this brown wire to the vehicle license 
plate light or park lamp circuit.

Non-FLEET FLEX Hoppers

1. Connect the brown wire from the vehicle CHMSL 
harness to the vehicle license plate light or park 
lamp circuit.

4. On the inside of the spinner housing, route the 
wires to the 4-pin spinner harness connector on 
the driver's side of the spinner assembly. Secure 
the wires close to the wall as needed using the 
#6 clamp loops and screws provided.

5. Splice the white wire from the license plate light 
to the 6" 16 gauge brown wire from the spinner 
harness 4-pin connector using a butt splice. Splice 
the black wire from the license plate light to the 
6" 16 gauge black wire from the spinner harness 
4-pin connector using a butt splice. Apply heat 
to the plastic ends of the butt splices to shrink 
and seal them to the wires. Secure all wires as 
needed.

6. With the short Phillips head cap screws and 
square nuts, mount the license plate to the license 
plate light bracket using the large outer slots.
