THE FISHER PlowMate HAS BEEN DESIGNED AS AN ATTRACTIVE OFF-SEASON
ALTERNATIVE TO THE STANDARD FISHER HEADGEAR. PART NUMBER 7777 IS
PROVIDED WITH A BLACK SEMI-GLOSS FINISH COAT. THE PlowMate LABEL (3)
AND (NON-SLIP) STEP PADS (4) ARE APPLIED. PART NUMBER 7778 (2) IS
PROVIDED WITH A GREY PRIMER COAT ONLY. THE FINISH COAT OF CHOICE IS
APPLIED BY THE CUSTOMER. THE PlowMate LABEL (3) AND (NON-SLIP) STEP
PADS (4) MUST BE APPLIED AFTER PAINTING. SEE ILLUSTRATION FOR
LOCATIONS. SEE ADDITIONAL PAINT INSTRUCTIONS ON PAGE 3.

1. DISCONNECT LIFT CYLINDER HOSE AFTER LIFT CYLINDER HAS BEEN FULLY
RETRACTED. ACCIDENTAL DRAINAGE AND CONTAMINATION TO THE HYDRAULIC
SYSTEM CAN BE PREVENTED BY DOING THE FOLLOWING:

A. INSTALL A 1/4 NPT PIPE CAP (5) ONTO THE END OF THE LIFT
CYLINDER HOSE. TIGHTEN PIPE CAP SECURELY!

B. INSTALL A 1/4 NPT PLASTIC PLUG (6) INTO THE LIFT CYLINDER
SWIVEL ADAPTOR AND TIGHTEN.

REMOVE THE BRACKET WITH DISCONNECTS FROM HEADGEAR AND SECURE TO
VEHICLE GRILLE WITH NYLON TIE WRAPS (7).

2. UNPLUG PLOW LIGHTS FROM FISHER WIRING HARNESS AND TAPE PLUG ENDS
